What else does your RMV-JobTicket offer?

 With an RMV-JobTicket, you can purchase supplementary tickets for using IC and EC trains.  

 That means: The RMV-JobTicket is the base ticket and an additional so-called supplementary  

 ticket can be purchased at a low price for using the IC or EC trains. This is mainly interesting  

 for long-distance commuters who want to travel by faster long-distance trains.

 If you want to use 1st class once or regularly, you can buy a 1st class surcharge – as a 

 single ticket or as a season ticket.

 If you have forgotten the RMV-JobTicket during a check, showing it later you can reduce the 

 claim for the increased fare to 7 euros.

 If you lose the RMV-JobTicket, you can get a replacement ticket issued.

 If your RMV-JobTicket is issued as an eTicket, you benefi t, like all annual ticket holders, 

 from attractive car sharing offers and, for example, have discounts when registering and 

 booking.

RMV-JobTicket and data protection

If your RMV-JobTicket is issued on a chip card, the eTicket RheinMain, your personal data 

(fi rst and last name, gender, date of birth in masked form) has been processed. This is done 

according to the principle of data economy and takes into account the requirements of the GDPR. 

The processing takes place in a password-protected area of the RMV provided by the sales 

system (vHGS). You have the option of having your personal data displayed on a card reader or 

an RMV ticket machine with eTicket functionality.
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RMV – powerful    
 performance

RMV is one of the largest transport associations in Europe. More than 5 million people live in 

the network area – the greater Rhine-Main area. Over 160 transport companies are deployed 

for passengers in the transport association.

RMV offers a coordinated range of buses and trains from a single source. An RMV ticket is 

valid for all local transport in the network, i.e. for regional trains (RE, RB), suburban train, 

underground train, trams and buses. 

For this purpose, the RMV app provides you with suitable connections including line number, 

travel times and any delays directly on your smartphone.
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Your new RMV-JobTicket

When you receive a new RMV-JobTicket from your employer, you can find out where you 

can travel with your ticket at the RMV mobility centres, via RMV service phone or online on 

www.rmv.de.

If you still have an RMV annual pass, you can return it to the transport company from whom 

you bought it, so that you still have the price advantage of the annual ticket and you get it 

paid out.
